 Loan period is 5 weeks. Renewals are often an option—please contact MMERC. 
 Materials are for use at school only—with supervision. 
 “Unit Boxes” are limited:  1-2 per teacher  

 Note: when ordering unit boxes please indicate whether Primary (Pr) or Intermediate (Int) 
 Submit completed evaluation form(s) with each returned order. The form is located with the packing 

slip on the outside of your box. 
 Save original shipping boxes for the return of your materials (material does NOT need to be shipped 

       back in the “exact” box in which it was received). 
 Each shipping box contains a prepaid label for returning your merchandise to be used by those sites 

receiving UPS deliveries on a somewhat regular basis. Please contact MMERC if UPS seldom comes to 
your school.
