2. SUBMIT A HOUSING DEPOSIT
� If you have not yet submitted a housing deposit, send $50 to the

Office of Undergraduate Admission, MS-C1930, 1536 Hewitt Avenue,
Hamline University; Saint Paul, MN 55104. Indicate your name,
Hamline ID number, and write “housing deposit” on the check.

� Priority for housing assignments will be given in order of the date we
receive your housing deposit. The earlier you submit your deposit, the
more likely it will be that we can honor your preferences and special
requests.

� Law students should contact the Office of Residential Life to submit
their housing deposit. To request a law school/campus visit, they can
call 651-523-2461.

� Graduate students should contact their respective school for a school
or campus visit by calling 651-523-2900.

3. SUBMIT YOUR ONLINE HOUSING APPLICATION
All students who submit a housing deposit will receive instructions for
our online housing application/contract and roommate finder. If you have
already submitted a housing deposit the informational brochure will be
included with this publication.
